The many community partners that serve youth and families want to do their best to support Poudre School
District (PSD) school leaders and staff by ensuring they can connect students and families to relevant support
resources.

While there are resources in the community designed to inform school staff about services, there remains a
gap in information.To help bridge this gap and meet an immediate, identified need, the following compilation of
resources was created to help principals and school staff easily find information about community resources in
three key domains (Social and Emotional Support, Enrichment Activities, and Basic Needs).
